Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ at Faith Lutheran Church, 
 This month we begin the solemn, penitential season of Lent.  During this 
time of the church year, we abstain from exclamations of celebration as we 
prepare for the death of our Savior on Good Friday, all while looking forward to 
his resurrection on Easter morning.  Paired with this sobriety, many people often 
engage in the practice of fasting, or ñgiving something upò for Lent.  Scripture 
teaches us that his is fine bodily training designed to remind us that we have 
control over our bodily desires and to help us refocus on something other than 
our own satisfaction.  Fasting is most often associated with refraining from 
certain foods, but it can also involve time and activity as well.  Regardless of 
how you fast, the point is this; the money and time you save by fasting should 
be directed toward the helping of someone else or devoted to prayer.  For 
example, if you fast from purchasing a dollar drink from the drive through every 
day on your way to work, during the season of Lent, you will have saved 
$34.98.  Instead of using that money to reward yourself, find a way to let it be a 
blessing to someone else.  Or, if you give up using social media, devote the time 
you would have spent scrolling through someoneôs status updates to reading 
scripture and prayer.  By doing this, you will find a strengthening of your 
relationship with God and a refocusing of your priorities on what he desires. 
 Lent is also a time when we focus more on repentance.  One of the most 
noticeable ways this is placed before us is in the placement of the baptismal 
font.  During the season of Lent it is often placed in the center of the sanctuary 
to remind us of our baptism.  To keep it in the forefront of our minds that God 
has called us to be his children and we are made to be his in the waters of the 
font.  As such, we celebrate our baptism all the more because through it God has 
washed away our sins. 
 Lent also brings with it a time of marked growth for our eighth grade 
students.  This year, public examination will be held on March 3, between 
services.  The point of this examination is to give the students the chance to 
demonstrate a basic knowledge of the Christian faith and to practice confessing 
that faith before others.  This is the beginning of their completion of the 
requirements that set the stage for their Confirmation in May. 
 It is also during Lent, Maundy Thursday, when they receive Holy 
Communion for the first time.  As we reflect on our own sinful nature, it is 
encouraging to be reminded that God has given us this gift of his sonôs body and 
blood to remind us that we are his and to strengthen us in his faith all the days of 
our lives. 
 One final note about Lent, we talk about Lent as lasting 40 days, but if 
you count the number of days between Ash Wednesday and Easter you find that 
it is a span of 46 days.  The reason?  Sundays donôt count.  We say that they are 
in Lent but not of Lent.  This means that we continue to celebrate the Lordôs 
resurrection every Sunday even as we recognize the somber nature of the 
penitential time.  While we to grieve the magnitude of our sin, we always 
celebrate that Christ has defeated death and we are Godôs forgiven children.  
Have a blessed Lent.
